Objectives and investment policy

Objectives

The objective is to seek long-term capital gains and allow investors to con-
tribute to the potential growth of a diversified stock and bond portfolio using a
strategy based on the active selection of securities of international companies.

Investment policy

The sub-fund primarily invests in the following instrument categories: stocks,
convertible bonds and investment funds. Investments are made without any
geographical, sector-based or monetary restrictions. Allocation between the
different instrument categories varies depending on the value of the different
instrument categories and the market conditions.

The portfolio is managed on a discretionary basis without using a reference
benchmark.

The currency of the share class is expressed in EUR.

The investor has the right to redeem his shares on demand. The dealing in
shares is carried out on each complete bank business day in Luxembourg.
The attention of the investor is drawn to the fact that in exceptional circum-
stances, the possibility for the investor to request the redemption of his shares
may be limited or suspended.

These shares are capitalisation shares. Income and capital gains are rein-
vested.
